Call to order/Pledge

The meeting was called to order at 6:00pm with the Pledge of Allegiance led by
Mayor April Hautman. A determination of quorum was made by Clerk Gipson
with all of Council present. City Attorney John Ertel was also in attendance.

Minutes

Minutes from the May Council meeting had been distributed to Council and
Mayor Hautman prior to the meeting. After discussion a motion was made by
Councilman Kinnett to approve the minutes as written, 2nd by Councilman

McDaniel; motion carried 5-0.
Reports of Committees, Boards and Departments

Project Manager—Mike Northcutt

Northcutt reported on the following projects:

City Hall repair: Northcutt presented a cost to repair the brick steps at City
Hall from Hoffman Construction LLC in the amount of $150. See Attached
Exhibit A. After discussion a motion was made by Councilman Padgett to
approve this cost, 2nd by Councilman McDaniel; motion carried 5-0.

Back Flow Annual Testing: Northcutt presented a cost to do the annual
testing for ten connections at $95 each. See Attached Exhibit B. After
discussion a motion was made by Councilman Padgett to approve this cost, 2nd
by Councilman Radcliff; motion carried 5-0.

Main Street Drainage/Jack’s Place: Northcutt presented an invoice from Paul
H Rohe Co Inc. for the final installment for this project in the amount of
$60,571. See Attached Exhibit C. According to Northcutt once the bond is
released on this project we can release this draw. After discussion a motion
was made by Councilman Slack to approve this payment upon receipt of the
bond release, 274 by Councilman Kinnett; motion carried 5-0.

Riverfront Phase 4: Northcutt requested approval to proceed with buying out
the Beatty contract on the Phase 4 project in order to re-bid the project as soon
as possible and hopefully have the project done next year. See Attached Exhibit
D. Costs for the buyout are calculated as follows: $134,200 less $89,221.14
(city already paid) = $44,979. The City will also need to return $16,399.20 for
the American StructurePoint Invoices which were split with INDOT and
reimbursed to the City at an 80/20 split. It was discussed the $16,399.20 is
possibly negotiable. It could be cash or it could be in-kind services for work
needed to move forward and re-bid the project. There was discussion that it
was determined that the tie backs are needed. The project will be re-bid and we
can still use the $2 million grant. If we do a change order on the project and
proceed we will not receive the $2 million grant. Councilman Padgett
questioned the email with a number of $125,000 buyout? And now $134,200?
Northcutt stated we have no recourse on this amount. After discussion a
motion was made by Councilman McDaniel to approve the costs for the buyout
as calculated: $134,200 less $89,221.14 (city already paid) for a total to be



paid to buy out the contract of $44,979 AND upon receipt of invoice approve
the $16,399.20 be paid or negotiated as in kind services, 274 by Councilman
Slack; motion carried 5-0.

Splash Park: Northcutt informed Council there were 2 small leaks (less than
25 gallons per hour) in the landscaping at the Splash Park. The contractor
wants us to dig it up and prove it is their issue. City Attorney John Ertel is
reviewing the warranty for confirmation and then we will hold them responsible
for damages.

Plan Commission: Northcutt presented a Certification of Favorable
Recommendation to amend the City Zoning Ordinance to add R2 use
(Residential 2) as a permitted use to the now existing B1 Zone (Business 1) at
this time. Specifically amending Section 153.5.1 by adding Section 153.5.1 YY.
See Attached Exhibit E. Councilman Kinnett questioned if Redevelopment
would need to apply for variances as discussed. Northcutt stated they would
not need to apply with this amendment. After discussion a motion was made
by Councilman Kinnett to approve the proposed Zoning amendment, 274 by
Councilman Radcliff; motion carried 5-0.

Tourism—Marsha Louden

Louden requested Street Closings for the upcoming Regatta in August. See
Attached Exhibit F. Louden also informed Council and Mayor Hautman they
were planning to include an Antique Flea Market at the Regatta in the Front

Street area.
Petitions/Comments from Citizens

Jim Turner Local Business Owner
Mr. Turner requested to set up a Farm & Flea Market on Fridays from 3-8pm.

There was discussion of various locations—in front of Heritage Hall on Main
Street, at the Riverfront Pavilion, and the old Mill lot. Turner also requested the
use of City tents. It was discussed the City only had the big tents—not the pop
up type. Turner said he will check with Tourism. There was some concern of
conflicting events and or weddings, etc. After discussion a motion was made by
Councilman Kinnett to approve the Farm and Flea Market at the 3 potential
locations discussed with the oversight of Main Street Director Amy Hoffman (in
order to be sure there aren’t 2 conflicting events at the same location) on a trial
basis, 274 by Councilman McDaniel; motion carried 5-0.

New Business

Chris Berkley—Request to use Riverfront for August 2, 2014 Wedding
Chris Berkley requested to use the Riverfront Pavilion for seating for his
upcoming wedding August 2, 2014. He stated he was told to contact the
Mayor’s Office, which he has done. There was some discussion regarding the
current process being to contact the Mayor’s office to hold the date. Berkley
stated he just wanted to be sure the date was secured.

Matt McKinley—Ohio Co Rescue Service—Funds for Equipment
Matt McKinley representing Ohio County' Rescue approached Council and
Mayor Hautman regarding assistance with purchasing a new Power load cot



system. See Attached Exhibit G. According to McKinley the group has had to
replace the newest ambulance which should have lasted longer than it did.
They were hoping the cots would hold on until the new unit was here but one
cot has become a burden and is in desperate need of replacement. Ohio County
Rescue requested a grant from the Regional Foundation but was asked to get
additional financial support to make the project successful. McKinley said they
are now replacing the squad that has given them all the problems—paying half
and financing half. The disrepair of this cot continues to cause safety issues.
After discussion a motion was made by Councilman Slack to approve (¥ of
cost)--$7,600 towards this effort to be paid from Special Needs, 274 by
Councilman Radcliff; motion carried 5-0

Cemetery Signage—CIliff Thies

Cliff Thies approached Council and Mayor Hautman about Cedar Hedge and
Union Cemeteries behind the high school. Thies requested signage for the
cemeteries and a potential committee to research the stones etc. Clerk Gipson
stated 3-4 years ago Marissa Smith (summer help) researched these cemeteries
and put together information in 2-3 sets of binders. Gipson stated she is fairly
sure one set was given to Bobby Joe Keith as he currently gives us the grave
locations of any plots the city sells. Councilman Kinnett stated identifying
signage at the cemeteries had been discussed at Board of Works as well. Clerk
Gipson requested to be kept in the loop regarding any committee etc. Gipson
will get the binders of information to Mayor Hautman.

Thies also requested a crosswalk at 2nd Street for safe access to the Museum.
He stated there is a lot of traffic here and makes it hard to cross. Mike

Northcutt will check on this.

Street Closings RSHS Cross Country SK 7/26/14—Caitlin Sauerhage
Mayor Hautman requested approval for Street Closings for the RSHS Cross
Country 5K on July 26, 2014. Chief of Police Hewitt stated the route was one of
the better routes. See Attached Exhibit H. After discussion a motion was made
by Councilman McDaniel to approve these street closings, 27d by Councilman
Radcliff; motion carried 5-0.

Lions Club Golf Tournament Sponsorship--Mayor Hautman

Mayor Hautman informed Council she had been approached by Dwayne Griffin
for sponsorship of the Lions Club Golf Outing June 28, 2014. Clerk Gipson
stated he had also requested goody bags from the City. After discussion a
motion was made by Councilman Slack to approve sponsorship in manner
established in the past --$100 from Council and $50 from Mayor and $50 from
Clerk Treasurer for a total contribution of $200, 274 by Councilman Kinnett;

motion carried 5-0.

RS Band Trophy Sponsorship--Mayor Hautman

Mayor Hautman informed Council she had received request for sponsorship of
trophies for the upcoming car show, which was done last year by Mayor
Roeder. After discussion Hautman stated she will sponsor from her own budget

as was done last year.



Insurance Quotes—Mayor Hautman
Mayor Hautman informed Council Greg Hummel is in the process of obtaining

quotes for the City P & L policy. There is no action necessary at this time.

Rising Sun Recorder/Ohio County News Advertising--Mayor Hautman
Mayor Hautman informed Council she had approved an ad for the newspaper
for graduation. After discussion a motion was made by Councilman Padgett to
approve this advertising, 27 by Councilman Radcliff; motion carried 5-0.

Purchase of Cell Phone—Branden Roeder
Mayor Roeder had made a request to Clerk Gipson to purchase his city issued
cellphone. The cost provided by our Sprint Representative was $149. This was

approved at the Board of Works meeting.

H & B Systems LLC—Security upgrades/concerns

Mayor Hautman presented quotes security upgrades concerns for the following
locations: See Attached Exhibit L.

City Hall Front Entrance-- digital recorder for the front entrance  $1,150

(to be split with RSMU)

City Pool Cameras—740 System $ 240/yr

Mayor’s Office—not needed
After discussion a motion was made by Councilman Slack to approve these

costs, 21d by Councilman Radcliff; motion carried 5-0.

Newspaper Sizzling Summer Sessions

Mayor Hautman presented information regarding City advertisement for the
Sizzling Summer Special. The ad will be City of Rising Sun specific for % page
at a cost of $250. Clerk Gipson stated this may be something we could use for
Bicentennial and upcoming events. After discussion a motion was made by
Councilman Padgett to approve this cost and check with Bryce regarding
Bicentennial and Events participation, 274 by Councilman Slack; motion

carried 5-0.

Conflict of Interest—April Hautman
Mayor Hautman submitted a Conflict of Interest form to Clerk Gipson. Clerk

Gipson has properly filed the Conflict of Interest form with the County Clerk’s
Office and the State Board of Accounts. Attorney Ertel stated there is no direct
benefit to Hautman from the City funds being located at Friendship State
Bank. The form was filed as a formality.

Splash Park—Attorney, John Ertel

City Attorney John Ertel stated there is a 1 year warranty on the splash park.
Northcutt should send a formal letter by certified mail of notice of splash park
issues and request a written response.

Relay for Life Advertising—Register Publications

Mayor Hautman presented a request to advertise with Register Publications for
Relay for Life. The cost would be $300 split with Dearborn County ($150 each).
After discussion a motion was made by Councilman McDaniel to approve this
advertisement, 224 by Councilman Radcliff; motion carried 5-0.



Splash Park Issues
Mayor Hautman informed Council with 4 days of operating the Splash Park the

water bill was almost $3,000. At this rate an estimated cost to operate the
Splash Park for the season is $48-49,000 (this includes water and sewage
charge). Hautman informed Council she is meeting with RSMU Monday at 4pm
to request a discount rate. She reported at this time we have lowered the
footage of spray (pressure) to help with the amount of usage. Councilman
Kinnett stated when this was originally discussed it was stated the potential
costs would be approximately $9,800/year. Northcutt stated that cost only
included the water—the sewer cost was left off. Hautman will continue to

research options regarding the Splash Park.

Dukes of Hazard Benefit/Nite Out Transportation/Dearborn County
A request for items for this benefit was presented. Information had been
included in the May Council packets. After discussion it was determined Clerk

Gipson will put together a few goody bags for the benefit.

Donation Request—Jim Helms Scholarship Ivy Tech Foundation
Mayor Hautman presented information to Council regarding a contribution
request as a tribute for Jim Helms Scholarship. It appears the scholarship is
not limited to Dearborn County and can be used for anyone in need of financial
aid attending Ivy Tech. Council will address this at the next meeting.

Contract—City Attorney
A copy of the Contract for City Attorney John Ertel was given to Council to

review and address at the next Council meeting.

American Legal Publishing Invoice

Clerk Treasurer Gipson presented an invoice for $2,593.50 from American
Legal Publishing to Council and Mayor Hautman. See Attached Exhibit J. This
invoice is for the 2014 Supplement to the City of Rising Sun Code of
Ordinances. Clerk Gipson stated this particular codification has been in
progress for almost a year. After the first of the year the Flood Plain Ordinance
was added to the Supplement in order to save publication costs of over $2,000.
After discussion a motion was made by Councilman Slack to approve this
payment, 2nd by Councilman Radcliff; motion carried 5-0.

Transfer Resolution 2014-8—Clerk Gipson presented Resolution 2014-8 an
appropriation transfer to Council and Mayor Hautman for approval. After
discussion a motion was made by Councilman Padgett to approve this
Resolution, 27¢ by Councilman Radcliff; motion carried 5-0.

Miscellaneous
Clerk Gipson presented a Riverboat Comparison to Council and Mayor

Hautman. See Attached Exhibit K. Gipson stated the Wagering tax is an
average of 38% below last year and Admissions tax is an average of 23% below

2013.

Councilman McDaniel requested some lights for the newly installed docks.
Northcutt stated he would address this. McDaniel also questioned who is in



charge of the docks? The City or the Port Authority? And if the Port Authority is
in charge of them -why don’t they take them in and out of river? Mayor
Hautman stated that is a discussion for another day. She stated she talked
with a Port Authority member and he could not speak for the Board but felt
they might be interested in taking this on and keeping the funds from the boat
slips. Clerk Gipson stated the Port Authority does receive the boat slip funds—
but that isn’t a lot of money. It won’t dent the cost of putting the docks in and

out.

Claims and Docket Approval

After the reviewing of claims a motion was made by Councilman Slack to
approve the submitted claim docket and the newly proposed docket format for
future meetings, 2nd by Councilman McDaniel; motion carried 5-0.

With no further business before Council; a motion to adjourn was made by
Councilman Padgett, 2nd by Councilman Radcliff; meeting adjourned at 8:07.
